Mineral Resource and Ore Reserve estimates are critical datasets for mining and State development. The Geological Survey 
of Western Australia (GSWA) releases spatial layers and detailed reports for resource estimate data that are updated daily. 
Resource Estimate data for Western Australia is captured in the MINEDEX database (Figure 1). MINEDEX reports provide 
resource estimate data totalled by estimate category (Mineral Resource or Ore Reserve) and status (Proven, Probable, 
Measured, Indicated, or Inferred) and reporting code compliance. Reports available to run are: 

1. Mineral Resource and Ore Reserve Estimates by Commodity (REC01) provides a total estimate value by commodity for 
Western Australia.

2. Mineral Resource and Ore Reserve Estimates by Project (REP01) provides detailed estimate values for Projects by 
individual commodities (Figure 2). 

3. Mineral Resource and Ore Reserve Estimates by Site (RES01) provides detailed estimate data for individual sites by 
commodity.

The location of all publicly released resource estimates for all commodities throughout Western Australia can be viewed in 
GeoView.WA via the spatial layer Resource Estimates by Project (Figures 1 and 2 – pink dots). 
Custom spatial layer Resource Estimates by Project (Gold) presents Western Australian gold projects by project location 
and relative resource estimate size (Figures 1 and 2 – yellow triangles). 
Currently, custom spatial layers are available for alumina (by Bayer process - bauxite), copper, gold, lithium, nickel and silver. 
We will continue to produce custom spatial layers for more commodities in the future
